THE LDS CHURCH IS SILENT NOW …

But it was not always so …

Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power but of God: the powers that be are ordained of God. Whosoever therefore resisteth the power, resisteth the ordinance of God: and they that resist shall received to themselves damnation. (Romans 13:1,2)

Now compare that to the Joseph Smith Translation:

Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power in the church but of God: the powers that be are ordained of God. Whosoever therefore resisteth the power, resisteth the ordinance of God: and they that resist shall received to themselves damnation. (Romans 13:1,2)
Once upon a time a king of Egypt spoke to the Hebrew midwives, telling them to kill any male child born to the Israelites. The midwives feared God, and did not do as the king commanded, but saved the lives of the male children. Because of this disobedience, the story of Moses and the Exodus of the Israelites from Egypt is available to today’s students of the Bible. We are not told that the midwives were condemned to Hell. 1

Once upon a time the Israelites were captured and held in Babylon. When they came out of captivity, the people called upon Ezra to bring out the book of the law of Moses, which was commanded to Israel by the Lord God. Ezra brought the law before the congregation of both men and women, and to all that could hear with understanding, Ezra read the law. When Ezra opened the book, all the people stood up and answered “Amen.” When Ezra had read the book, and caused the people to understand the reading, the people went their way. They celebrated with food and drink because they had under-stood the words that were declared unto them. Obeying God is a joyous occupation. 2 

Once upon a time King Nebuchadnezzer made an image of gold and a statute was signed by the king that at the sound of music everybody in the kingdom was to bow down and worship this golden image or be cast into a fiery furnace, but Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego would not do so. So the King had them cast into the fiery furnace and as they were in the furnace the King could see four persons inside and the King order them to come out the fire had no power over them after which the King made a decree, That who spook against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, & Abed-nego shall be cut in pieces. 3

Once upon a time King Darius established a royal statute that whoever would petition any God or man for thirty days, other than the King, would be cast into a lions den. As soon as the decree was signed, and Daniel know of it, he went into his house, and in front of his open windows, he kneeled three times a day, and prayed and gave thanks before his God, as was his custom. Daniel was thrown into the Lions Den, but instead of being condemned to Hell, the Lions mouths were closed by the Lord and Daniel was unharmed. And all government officials who coned the King into signing this statute with their families were case to the Lions and devoured. 4

Once upon a time Nephi was ask by his father Lehi to go to Laban and go the Old Testament scriptures that were written on plates of brass so they would know God’s law and will in the new world. Laban was a greedy man and did not want to give the plates of brass in exchange for Lehi’s gold and silver. Laban had his men chase Nephi and his brothers out without their gold and silver. That night Nephi went back into town to get the plates, he found Laban fallen from drunkenness of wine, the Spirit of the Lord told Nephi to slay him, which Nephi did. Then Nephi got the plates of brass. 5

Once upon a time wicked King Noah and his priests caused their people to morn and to sin. The prophet Abinadi boldly stand before the King and his priest telling them to repent or the people would be taken into bondage and that the king would be hunted down and put to death the same way they put Abinadi to death, fire at the stake. 6

Once upon a time Captain Moroni became angry with his government because they were not supporting him and his armies. Moroni threatened to fight against the government unless they supplied his armies. Moroni marches his armies to Washington DC to do battle with the king-men and put all who would not fight for freedom and liberty to death according to the laws of the land. At one point 4,000 king-men were put to death by the sword. “It is better that 4,000 be put to death than for a nation to dwindle in unbelief.” 7

Once upon a time the angels proclaimed the birth of the Son of a Virgin. When Herod heard the news he slew all the children that were in Bethlehem, and in all the coasts thereof, from two years old and under. But the angels appeared to Joseph telling him to take his family to Egypt, and to stay there until God brought them back. And Joseph obeyed the Lord. Obeying the Lord is a safe occupation. 8

Once upon a time, there was a preacher called John the Baptist preaching in the wilderness of Judea, saying “Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand,” and baptizing those confessing their sins. It cost him his head, but not his soul. 9

Once upon a time the Apostles went about the land of Israel preaching the Gospel of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ. When the canon law said, “Be Quiet; do not preach the Gospel of the Resurrection.” The Apostles disobeyed! Peter said, “We must obey God, rather than Man.” Although the Apostles knew the dangers of disobeying man’s ordinances, they were not condemned to Hell. 10

Once upon a time Paul and Silas were brought before the magistrates with a claim of teaching customs which were allegedly not lawful for the people to receive. Paul and Silas were beaten with many stripes, and cast into prison with their feet in stocks. But at midnight Paul and Silas prayed and sang praises unto God, and the other prisoners heard them. Suddenly there was so great as earthquake, that the foundations of the prison were shaken; all the doors were opened and all the bands were loosed. But Paul and Silas, with the other prisoners, did not run away, but did minister to the keeper of the prison who, with all of his family, believed, and were baptized. Obedience to God is a joyful avocation and brings rewards in the hereafter. 11

Once upon a time, there was a Church in England that was persecuted for their belief in the Resurrection. They moved their Church to Holland until they could book passage on a ship to the New World. After suffering the hardships aboard the ship, they landed at Plymouth Rock. They sang praises to their God for the blessings they had received, and they set about putting together a from of government that was pleasing to their Lord. The basis of this form of government was the Liberty of the People, subject only to the natural laws created by God. Between the time of the settlement of the New World, until the establishment of a New From of Government based on the liberty of the People, the Church preached the Resurrection and the Freedom that belief provided. 12

Once upon a time, Reverend John Peter Muhlenburg, quoted Ecclesiastes 3:8 “… a time of war, and a time of peace.” Than he said: “This is surely not a time of peace, this is a time of war.” He concluded with prayer and then removed his rode to reveal the uniform of an officer in the Continental Army He than marched to the back of the Church and called for recruits and over 300 men joined him that day. DB-SA

Once upon a time Reverend James Caldwell got Watt Hymn books to use for wadding for the guns in the revolutionary war. Saying lets “give ‘em Watts”. DB-SA

Once upon a time Charles Finney said: “The Church must take right ground in regard to politics … Politics are a part of a religion in such a country as this, and Christians must do their duty to the country as part of their duty to God. … (God) will bless or curse this nation, according to the course (Christians) take (in politics).” DB-AGH

Once upon a time Reverend Chandler Robbins Said: ”How constantly do we find it inculcated in the sacred writings, that rulers be “just men – fearers of God – haters of covetousness.” That they “shake their hands from holding bribes,” because, a gift blindeth the eyes of the wise, and perverteth the words of the righteous.” DB-KGG

Once upon a time Reverend Matthias Burnet said: [L]ook well to the characters and qualifications of those you elect and raise to office and places of trust. … [L]et the wise counsel of Jethro … be your guide. Choose ye out from among you “able men, such as fear God, men of truth and hating covetousness and set them to rule over you.” “Finally, ye … whose high prerogative it is, to … invest with office and authority, or to withhold them, and in whose power it is to save or destroy your country, consider well the important trust … witch God … [has] put in your hands. To God and posterity you are accountable for them. … Let not your children have reason to curse you for giving up those rights, and prostrating those institutions which your fathers delivered to you.”  DB-KGG

Once upon a time after the people of Jackson County Missouri droved the LDS (Mormons) from their homes in the dead of winter. Joseph Smith went to Washington hoping to get some restitution from the government; But the U.S. President said he could not help the LDS people. Causing Joseph Smith to say: “The Constitution should contain a provision that  every officer of the Government who should neglect or refuse to extend the protection guaranteed in the Constitution should be subject to capital punishment; and then the president of the United States would not say, ‘Your cause is just, but I can do nothing for you.’” 13

Once upon a time Brigham Young said: “I do not lift my voice against the … Government …, but against those corrupt administrators who trample the Constitution and just laws under their feet.” “Many of you have heard what certain journalists have had to say about Brigham Young being opposed to free schools. I am opposed to free education as mush as I am opposed to taking property from one man and giving it to another who knows not how to take care of it. … But when you come to the fact, I will venture to say that I school ten children to every one that those do who complain so much of me. I now pay the school fee of a number of children who are either orphans or sons and daughters of poor people. But in aiding and blessing the poor I do not believe in allowing my charities to go through the hands of a set of robbers who pocket nine-tenths themselves, and give one-tenth to the poor. Therein is the difference between us: I am for the real act of doing and not saying. Would I encourage free schools by taxation? No!” 14

Once upon a time Joseph F. Smith said: “… The Lord Almighty requires this people to observe the laws of the land, … so far as they abide by the fundamental principles of good government, but He will hold them responsible if they will pass unconstitutional measures and frame unjust and proscriptive laws. … If lawmakers have a mind to violate their oath, …  where is the law, human or divine, which binds me, as an individual to outwardly and openly proclaim my acceptance of their acts?” 15

Once upon a time John Taylor said: “It is said in the D & C, that he that keepeth the laws of God, hath no need to break the laws of the land. It is further explained in section 98:4-7, what is meant in relation to this. That all laws which are constitutional must be obeyed. … But if they are violative of the constitution, then the compact between the rules and the ruled is broken and the obligation ceases to be binding.” ¶“The Kingdom of God, is the government of God, on the earth, or in the heavens. … If the world be the Lord’s He certainly has a right to govern it; for we have already stated that man has no authority, except that which is delegated to his. He possesses a moral power to govern his actions, subject at all times to the laws of God; but never is authorized to act independent of God; mush less is he authorized to rule on the earth without the call and direction of the Lord; therefore, any rule or dominion over the earth, which is not given by the Lord is surreptitiously obtained, and never will be sanctioned by him.” 16

Once upon a time Bishop Joseph L. Wirthlin said “A great apostasy has taken place from … the Constitution of the United States. Just as there has been an apostasy from the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ, there has been an apostasy from those divinely given principles of Government which have been transmitted to us by the inspired men who founded this great nation.” 17

Once upon a time Heber J. Grant endorsed the entire address by Bishop Joseph L. Wirthlin “with all my heart,”. Quoting Abraham Lincoln he said: “’ let  every American pledge his life, his property and his sacred honor. … let it (Constitution) be preached from the pulpit, … let it become the political religion of the nation.’” ¶He also said: “The safely our divinely inspired Constitutional government and the welfare of our Church imperatively demand that Communism shall have no place in America.” 18

Once upon a time David O. McKay admonished us to read what he called an excellent book, The Naked Communist. In 1966 he issued a statement: Communism: The Position of the Church in which he said: ”No member of this Church can be true to his faith, nor van any American be loyal to his trust, while lending and encouragement, or sympathy to any of these false philosophies: for if he does, they will prove snares to his feet.” He also asked W. Cleon Skousen to start teaching the U.S. Constitution to the public. He said: “Next to … worshiping God, … this Church should be more united than in upholding and defending the Constitution of the United States!” 19

Once upon a time Joseph Fielding Smith said: “When the first government was formed on the earth, the Lord directed it by revelation and gave laws for the guidance of the people. In course of time when man began to multiply they refused to hearken to the voice of revelation and rebelled against the divine mandates that had been given them. … In this manner the kingdom of God, as it was established by the Lord a d intended by him to continue through all ages, came to an end. In its stead man-made governments were formed and man usurped the authority which rightfully belongs to his Maker. ¶There have been times when governments have been directed by the Lord, and his will has been followed as it was made known through divinely appointed prophets. This was the condition of the city of Enoch; in the days of Israel in Palestine, when they were not rebellious; among the Nephites through much of their history, especially during the two hundred years following the crucifixion of Christ. However with these and a few other exceptions, almost from the beginning men have rejected the guidance of the Lord; they have cast out or killed the prophets and have refused to recognize the voice of God in their affairs. The earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof, but that has not retarded fallen man in his usurpation of governmental authority which does not rightly belong to him. ¶The Kingdom of God is an order of government established by divine authority. It is the only legal government that can exist in any part of the universe. All other governments are illegal and unauthorized. God having made all beings and worlds, has the supreme right to govern them by is own laws, and by officers of his own appointment. Any people attempting to govern themselves by laws of their own making, and by officers of their own appointment, are in direct rebellion against the kingdom of God.” 20

Once upon a time Ezra Taft Benson admonished us to read what he called an excellent book, Prophets, Principles and National Survival. He also said: “… we as a nation have apostatized in various degrees from different Constitutional principles as proclaimed by the inspired founders.” “Our nation will continue to degenerate unless we read and heed the words of the God of this land, Jesus Christ, and quit building up and upholding secret combinations, …” 21

Once upon a time Apostle H. Verlan Andersen and close friend of Ezra Taft Benson, wrote another excellent book, The Great and Abominable Church of the Devil. In which he claims that the great church of the Devil is the Federal  and UN governments. At his funeral President Thomas S. Monson said of Verlan Andersen that: “his position was always of the side of the Lord.”22

Once upon a time, the Church could not be silenced. The Constitutional laws ordained and established by, and for, the governing of the People of America and States, did not grant power to Congress for making laws regulating the religious beliefs of the People. Another law was ratified by the People that forbade the Congress from making any law establishing a religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof. California State Constitutional laws also limited the jurisdiction over the Church to be of a criminal nature. The Churches could participate in lobbying the Congress and State Legislatures on any subject matter it had a mind to talk about. The Churches could participate in political campaigns, and could run businesses to provide funds for the schools, orphanages, and farms for the poor that were a part of their ministry on earth.

Once upon a time, the Churches were forced to give up their freedom of participating in influencing the types of laws Congress was in the process of writing. The Churches were forced to give up their freedom of participating in political campaigns, and were no longer instrumental in picking Christians for office. The Churches were forced to give up using unrelated businesses to provide funds for the use of the Church. The Churches had, of their own free will, incorporated their Churches under the laws of the States, in exchange for benefits offered by the government.

The Clergy must have been aware that the Churches would be silenced because with benefits come obligations, and these obligations were written into the incorporation papers. One of the benefits promised was limited liability. However, limited liability was a benefit the Church already possessed, because the Congress and the Legislatures could not claim civil jurisdiction over the Church. Another benefit was that with incorporation came longevity. However, the Church was already two thousand years old, with a promise from God of an everlasting life. One other benefit was that the Church could own and insure land and improvements to the land, which was already an attribute of the Church in America.

Now that the Church is organized, it must apply for recognition of tax exemption by filing Form 1023, Form 8718 with payment, and Form SS-4 applying for a “Employer’s Identification Number” even if it has no employees. Please notice that the Church is not applying for tax exemption, but for RECOGNITION of tax exemption. To be recognized, the Church must:

1. Be described in Section 501(c).

2. Be incorporated for religious purpose exclusively. If the incorporation papers are not included, the application will be returned as incomplete.

3. Allow no part of net earning to inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual. Unless proven otherwise, the application will be refused.

4. Allow no substantial part of the activities to consist of carrying on propaganda, or otherwise attempting, to influence legislation. Unless proven otherwise, the application will be refused.

5. Not participate in, or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office. Unless proven otherwise, the application will be refused.

6. Be subject to a corporate tax on any unrelated trade or business taxable income established to provide funds for the ministry of the Church.

There are other penalties provided for the incorporated religious organization besides refusal and dismissal:

1.  For each political expenditure by a Section 501(c)(3) organization a tax equal to    10 percent of the amount thereof, paid by the organization. There is also imposed on the organization manager agreeing to make the expenditure, knowing it to be political, a tax equal to 2.5 percent of the amount spent, paid by the manager. Further if the expenditure is not corrected with in the taxable period, there is imposed a tax equal to 100 percent of the amount spent, paid by the organization; and if the manager refuses to agree to part or all of the correction, there is a tax equal to 50 percent of the amount spent, paid by the manager.

2. The second penalty is on an organization which cannot be recognized as tax exempt under 501(c)(3) because it makes lobbying expenditures. The tax is equal to 5 percent of such amount spent, paid by the organization. The tax on a manager who authorizes the expenditure is equal to 5 percent of the expenditure, paid by manager who made the agreement. However this tax shall not be imposed by a 501(c)(3) corporation that has agreed to an election under section 501(h).

3. The third penalty is on the unrelated business taxable income of every organization which is exempt from taxation under this subtitle by reason of Section 501(a), which is described in Section501(c)(3). The tax is as provided in Section 11—corporate tax.

If the Clergy of the religious corporation recognized as tax exempt by the District Director under Section 501a expects to be have freedom of religion, free speech, free press, freedom of assembly, or freedom to petition the government for redress of grievances, it must go back to scratch, and become unincorporated. However, be prepared to give up the ownership of all property. The property must be given to some organization described in 501(c) or (d).

Now we know how the Church has been silenced. Is there a remedy. There is a quotation by James Wilson, a contemporary of James Madison, that shows what the remedy is not, and doesn’t provide hope for the future.

“The truth is that in our governments the supreme, absolute, and uncontrollable power remains in the people. As our Constitutions are superior to our legislatures, so the people are superior to our Constitutions. Indeed the superiority, in this last instance, is much greater, for the people possess control over our Constitutions, control in act, as well as right. … There can be no disorder in the community but may here receive a radical cure. If the error be in the legislature, it may be corrected by the people. There is a remedy, therefore, for every distemper in government. … From their [the people’s] power, as we have seen, there is no appeal: to their error, there is no superior principle of correction.”

 These are words used in explaining the new Constitution to his fellow Pennsylvanians by James Wilson, next to James Madison the person most influential in its drawing. coped from The Government of the American People, Earl L. Shoup.

If the error is made by the People, then it is up to the People to make the correction. The proper procedure for this correction would have to begin by each Christian resigning from the religious corporation, and forming a Church which will not apply for incorporation. To make it easier, there are some Churches already formed which may or may not agree with your viewpoint.

If nit, then forming a new Assembly of Called out ones, organized and operated under the laws of Jesus Christ described in the New Testament, and meeting in homes, store fronts, or office buildings may be the most satisfactory method.

To be a Church of Called Out Ones, the following principles must be applied:

1. The Church is built upon the foundation of apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner store. (Ephesians 2:20)

2. The Head of the Church is Jesus Christ. (Colossians 1:18)

3. This assembly consists of a local gathering of called out members of the invisible Church of the Body of Christ, who have expressed belief in the Gospel of Jesus Christ (I Corinthians 15:1-4); have been washed in the Blood of the Lamb (Revelation 1;5, 6); and, have been baptized by the Holy Spirit (I Corinthians 12:12, 13).

4. The Discipline of the Church is internal: by its Members (II Thessalonians 3:14, 15), and by as internal ecclesiastical court (I Corinthians 6:1-8).

5. The Work of the Church is to edify and build up the believers (I Corinthians 14:26, also II Corinthians 12:19), for doing the work of the ministry (Ephesians 4:10-12).

6. The Power of the Church is the Power of the Holy Spirit from God (Acts 1:8).

7. The Future of the Church is Everlasting (John3:16).
